Below is a high-level overview of many of the elements of this opportunity.  
Purpose
The purpose of this announcement is to provide financial assistance to counties for essential public services including law enforcement services, jail services, court services, or reimbursement of extraordinary costs incurred for the investigation or prosecution of a capital murder or crimes committed because of bias or prejudice. 
Process
Projects will be considered on a case-by-case, rolling basis with preference given to counties seeking reimbursement for costs incurred for the investigation and/or prosecution of capital murder or crimes committed because of bias or prejudice. Eligible applicants must first contact CJD for approval to begin the application process within eGrants.
Match
There is no match requirement under this program. 
Project Periods
A project funded may not exceed a 12-month period.   
Organizational Eligibility
Applications may be submitted by Texas counties.
